	THE PROPOSED SETTLEMENT 
	A. In consideration for settlement and a release of all claims of the Settlement Class against Circus, each member of the Settlement Class will be entitled to obtain a coupon and/or credit toward a discount on a room at the Circus Circus Hotel in Las Vegas, Nevada (“Hotel”). The coupon will give the Settlement Class member a credit equal to $1 per night for up to the number of nights that the Settlement Class member stayed at the Hotel during the Class Period and paid the $1 per night unlimited calls telephone charge (“Surcharge”). Each member of the Settlement Class may obtain the coupon by visiting the website, www.circuscircus.com, during the period commencing on April 19, 2007 (the date of Final Court Approval) and ending October 19, 2007 (6 months thereafter.) The website will prompt the Settlement Class member to enter their address and dates of stay during the Class Period. Upon confirmation of entitlement to credit, a coupon may be printed from the website. Pursuant to Court order, a hearing regarding the settlement and Class Counsels’ application for award of attorneys’ fees, costs and litigation expenses also will be heard on April 19, 2007 at 8:30 a.m. in the courtroom of the Honorable Teresa Sanchez-Gordon in Department 74 of the Superior Court of California, County of Los Angeles, located at the Stanley Mosk Courthouse, 111 North Hill Street, Los Angeles, California, for the purpose of determining whether the settlement is fair, adequate and reasonable.
